Humanities Challenge #5: Both Sides Now

This Wednesday, it’s a full moon.

The moon needs the light from the sun to be seen. Without it, the moon would still be there—but at least to our eyes, it
would be far less interesting.

Similarly, it helps to have the illumination of others to share our own light. It’s a two-way mirror: we can learn from the
wisdom, knowledge, art, and experience of others, but we also can share your own wisdom, knowledge, art, and
experience.

This week your challenge is inspired by the moon twice-over: read something about the moon and create something
new in response.

The basics:

The first half of your challenge is to experience the moon in a new way through that classic humanities activity:
reading. Find an article, book, or poem to inform you about the moon—it can be fictional, poetic, scientific, whatever.
Not sure where to start? Consult your local library for resources (and don’t forget to thank your librarian!). Here are a
few ideas if you're stuck:

¢ Owl and the Moon, a children’s story by Arnold Lobel
e Stories about the moon from around the world

¢ Charlotte Smith’s 1784 sonnet “To the Moon”

e NASA: History of Moon Exploration

Now that you’ve learned or experienced something new about the moon, it’s your turn to create something. Ask
yourself: how was the moon portrayed in the piece that you wrote? As an object of mystery? A frontier for human
discovery? A lonely, wistful source of light? A muse? Now, turn this feeling into art! Whatever your medium
(watercolor, dance, embroidery, music, even doodling!), represent the moon with that same feeling—but without
words. Don't worry about creating a masterpiece—just enjoy the process of translating a feeling into art.
